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Abstract

Sense of place is a concept used to describe the complexity and ambiguity in the relationship
between people and place. It has been an issue that has been debated for more than a decade.
This article is intended to explore the sense of place principles and theoretical framework from the
review of publications and documentation on an interdisciplinary research. The issues on sense of
place include its meaning and role, perception of place and influenced factors. The study found that
the relationship between place and people can be developed and reflected at the different levels
ranking from the first time experience to engaging closely with place. Moreover, this paper illustrates
the factors contributing to a sense of place in the form of keywords that can be further applied as a
structure for an observation on sense of place in Ubonrachathani old commercial district which
expressed towards the physical characteristics among local people and groups of people. The findings
can further be a guideline of study for an in-depth understanding of the phenomena of the place.
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
